Arrival Procedures:

Grade 3: 8:10-8:20 am
« Students report to designated line spot in the school yard
« Students stand on social distancing markers
» Random contactless temperature checks are administered by school staff as students
enter the building
» Grab and Go Breakfast provided at 8:20 am in the classroom

Dismissal Procedures:

Portable Classrooms: (T5)
« Parents use designated place markers for social distancing outside each classroom
» Teacher will dismiss students to parents one by one to maintain social distancing
Main Building-Grade 3:
e 1:40-1:50 pm: Students in grade report to morning line spots
» Parents wait outside schoolyard gates to maintain social distancing
» Students will be dismissed one by one to parent/caregiver to maintain social distancing
(school staff will support the dismissal process)
